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At its July 19 ™ meeting, the Board of Directors voted:

e To approve the following proposal for the I- 75 buffer. Unanimous.
Let the ficus grow without vertical trimming thru Feb
Then make a decision on how far back to prune them and to maintain them. At that time, we can then make a
decision on the arboricola plantings.
Fertilize the ficus aggressively during this time period.
Top them off about two feet below the lowest point located at the San Pablo area. This will allow more root energy to
enhance growth on both sides of the ficus.
The oaks should be elevated i.e. lower branches removed. They should be thinned and pruned away from the ficus
to allow sunlight to create additional thickness. Fertilize them deeply. Selectively prune the ficus behind the oaks
where necessary to allow more light.
Fill the large gaps that exist in the ficus barrier with new ficus plantings.

e To purchase 12 flip-top style card tables for the Town Center according to the recommendation of Rob Young of Wegman

Design Group. Unanimous.

Other business:

e Although we have officially been turned down for a noise barrier along I-75, we are actively pursuing other options.

e Representatives of Village Walk have met with County officials from the Department of Transportation to discuss the un-
sightly condition of Vanderbilt Beach Road. We have been advised that when construction resumes, equipment will need a
25-foot clearance under our oak trees on the west end of our property on Vanderbilt Beach Road. We will be aggressively
fertilizing these oaks before construction begins and will trim them just before construction. More meetings with County officials
are scheduled.
